APPLICATION PROCESS

To be eligible for Affordable Housing at
the Elm Centre, you and your household
members must have status in Canada as

a citizen, permanent resident or refugee
claimant. You must also meet the income
criteria. Once your application is received,
you will be placed on the wait list and
contacted when your name comes up at
which time you will be required to complete
a Household Income Review Form and
provide:

1. Proof of status in Canada (eg. birth
certificate, passport, permanent resident
card, Citizenship card, refugee claim
documents)

2. Income verification (Notice of
Assessment from the most recent tax
year’s return) and proof of income
